Tuesday 1 November is the Solemnity of All Saints, a Holyday of Obligation. All of us
know good, holy people whose quiet lives were filled with the grace and kindness of God.
We know people whose names are unremembered but who were instruments of God’s care
and peace for many. Today we celebrate their memory and their heavenly reward with
thanks. Masses in the churches of the parish as at weekends on Monday evening and
Tuesday morning.

Tuesday 1 November is All Souls Day. We remember all who have died, including our
loved ones and those who have nobody to remember them in prayer.

Thursday 3 November is the memorial of St Malachy of Armagh, bishop (1094-1148). He
founded the abbey of Mellifont, the first Cistercian house in Ireland.

Friday 4 November is the memorial of St Charles Borromeo, bishop (1538-84).

NOVEMBER MASSES FOR THE DEAD: For the Christian, death is the passage to full
life in Christ. We pray for our loved ones that death for them brought them on a new journey
into the fullness of eternal life. Our faith tells us that our prayers and masses can help all
who have died whose faith is known to God alone. The November envelopes and lists for
the dead will be distributed in the coming weeks. We ask you to fill up the lists and place
them in the box available in the church. Thirty masses will be offered for our loved ones
who have died. Prayers for the dead will be offered at Sun Mass in both churches. The
Parish Councils help in the distribution of the envelopes.
